REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
VILLAGE OF GOREVILLE
May 5, 2025

On May 5, 2025, at 6:05 PM, Mayor Vaughn called the regular board meeting to order. The
Village Clerk conducted roll call, and the following trustees were present: Trustee Beckmann,
Trustee Benard, Trustee Billingsley, Trustee Sullivan, and Trustee Trovillion was absent. Mayor

Vaughn was present.

Others present at the meeting were Deborah Stone, Maria McNamara, and Ryne McNally. Trustee
Benard motioned to approve the minutes of the April 7, 2025, regular meeting and executive
session, the treasurer report for March 2025, and the paid bills for April 2025 totaling:

Trustee Billingsley seconded the motion. All voted yes, and the motion carried.

The Board reviewed monthly reports submitted by the police department as well as the water,
sewer, and fire department. All the reports are attached and filed with these minutes.

Chief McNally is currently working on clearly the lot where the Fire Department had their
training. He also mentioned two new applicates for the fire department.

Mayor Vaughn presented a quote for the fireworks for the 4" of July. The quote equaled
$15,562.74 which was an increase of $514 from last year. Trustee Sullivan motioned to approve
the quote from American Patriot Pyro. Trustee Billingsley seconded the motion. All voted yes,

and the motion carried.

Mayor Vaughn mentioned the burn pile and the hours the residents can access it. It is conflicting
with their work schedules. The Board discussed opening the burn pile on some Saturdays,

Ms. Chrisman advised the Board that it was time to renew the Tif agreement. She recommended
continuing with the current TIF agreement, which is 2024-5. Trustee Beckmann motioned to
approve the Tif agreement as it is in 2024-5. Trustee Sullivan seconded the motion, All voted

yes, and the motion carried.

The Clerk swore Mayor Vaughn, Trustee Johnson, Trustee Beckmann and Trustee McNamara in.
Oaths are attached in the minutes.

The Board’s Vacancy was tabled.

The Clerk presented two quotes for trailers for the Public Works department. The Board
recommended tabling the quotes until the committee meeting.

Mayor Vaughn presented a quote from Treeworx to remove the tree that has fallen over at the
park that has obstructed the disc golf course. Trustee Beckmann made a motion for Treeworx to
remove the tree at the park. Trustee Sullivan seconded the motion. All voted yes, and the motion

carried.
Chief McNally presented a quote to ship the new pumper tanker from Midwest. He explained

how efficient it will be to have it shipped vs driving it back. Trustee Johnson made a motion to
approve the quote to ship the Pumper Tanker. Trustee Billingsley seconded the motion. All voted

yes, and the motion carried.

Mr. McNally brought up travel plans to inspect the Pumper Tanker prior to delivery. He would
like to fly himself and another from the Fire Department to ensure everything is squared away.
Trustee Sullivan recommended waiting closer to delivery date to vote on this item to ensure we
get a accurate quote to be voted on. The topic was tabled until the date is close and will vote via

email,

Chief McNally explained to the Board that when the power goes out at the Fire Department the
garage doors wont properly open. The Board recommended getting quotes for a generator.

Mayor Vaughn delivered a quote to seal the track and strip Village Hall from C&C Prostripe.
The Board would like to get a quote for work to be done at the Fire Department as well.

At 7:35 PM, Trustee Beckmann made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Trustee McNamara
seconded the motion. All voted yes, and the motion carried.
